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SUBJECT: Refuge Cabins can now be reserved on-line

Beginning December 1, reservations for Kenai National Wildlife Refuge cabins can be
made on-line at www.recreation.gov or by phone at 1-877-444-6777. Since the Refuge cabin
reservation program began in 2005, users have overwhelmingly requested an on-line reservation
system and now that service is a reality.

A new addition to the Refuge’s Public Use Cabin Program is the historic Big Bay Cabin
on the south shore of Tustumena Lake. Big Bay Cabin marks the 16" cabin available for public
use. Remember that cabins can be booked 180 days ahead of time. So, if you have a summer date
in mind, you can begin booking cabins for June in January at www.recreation.gov.
